But what
brought forth the real superlatives was the
ggvrsd‘ t}“muvre, or the Smérgisbord. This old
edish custom of beginning a luncheon, dinner,
Ol‘tsupptl:]r follows a %:ertairig ritual. One starts
out with something salty, a herring of some
sort — pickled, cured, or prepared in innumer-
able different ways. With this goes a drink of
smaps to give the appetite the proper edge.
After the herring or anchovies have been par-
taken of, one proceeds to investigate the other
dislih(tiZS, sardellen, tongue, paté de dfoiedgras,
salads, ham, cheeses, or the hundred and one
different appetizers which belong to a well-
equipped Swedish smorgisbord. Howev;)er, the
real art lies in knowing when to stop, because
what follows is also worthy of attention.

The main courses which come after the smor-
gisbord depend largely on the season, because
the Swedish kitchen routine follows the sol-
stices. Besides the meat and the pouliry of the
domestic kind, one is always sure to find on
the menu some delicacy from the wooc;s in dth}e
form of wild game, winged or quadrupedal.
While on the sugbject of woods one should not
forget the large variety of berries, mushrooms,
etc., which in season find their way to the
kitchen. Neither should one, for that'maiter,
overlook the innumerable varieties of fish pro-
vided by the sea and the lakes. .
